What’s the Impact of Your Research?  Tips and Tools for Measuring Usage 
When you, as a researcher, refer to another author’s work in your own published work, you cite it.  These citations can be analyzed to measure the usage of the cited work.  While citation analysis doesn’t necessarily provide a complete picture of your work, it can be a useful tool for gathering evidence on its impact.
Citation indexes allow you to determine the research impact of your publications according to the number of times they have been cited by other researchers.   Journal ranking tools can help you to decide where to publish to increase your research impact.
