2. Ensure your material is suitable for this tool!

5. Ensure mill bits are secured within the chuck.

OPERATIONAL SAFETY CHECKS
1. Never open the door while cutting.
2. Use the right mill bits for the job.
3. Ensure material is compatible with the bit used.
4. Ensure material is secured to the cutting bed.
5. Ensure no collision will occur between the cutting tool, flip jig, securements, or stock.
6. NEVER use the interlock key to keep the door open while the cutting tool is active or while switching bits.
7. Double check all toolpaths and settings before cutting.
8. Use recommended feed and spindle speeds for the material and cutting tool.

HOUSEKEEPING
1. Clean the debris from the cutting bed and machinery.
2. Remove the cutting tool from the chuck.
3. Remove the stock material.
4. Turn off the machine.
5. Deburr the material as needed.
